Aura Cameras
I decided to write this particular article in response to many questions regarding the pros and cons for each particular camera, in this case the aura video station 5.1 and the progen 6000 still camera.

As I use the progen 6000 still camera, which may indicate a little bias towards this particular camera as opposed to the new modern computer driven aura video station 5.1. The important thing to take into consideration however, is not the camera but the person using it.
Everyone has the potential for psychic ability, how many times have you thought of a friend only to have him or her call you on the phone, psychic ability? Though you would hope, the person behind either camera has a much higher degree of ability in which they can relate their perceptions of the colours within your auric field. 
Progen 6000 still camera
The progen 6000 still camera is quite large with its dimensions of 10 x 7.5 x 5.5 inches and requires a very sturdy tripod. It is essentially a polaroid camera attached to a computer circuit board, which is then housed in a sealed unit. Two hand plate sensors are linked together, with the correlated information obtained from measuring the vibrational differentials being digitised and represented onto the polaroid film. 
There is a the option of having a three page print out with your photograph, though to be honest, providing one of these would be an insult, they are very basic. 
There is the need for a background, tripod for the camera, and individual lighting equipment.

Aura video station 5.1
This is a refinement from the progen 6000 camera; it employs only the one hand sensor linked to a web camera, which in turn is connected to a laptop computer. The information is therefore seen in real time, as you move in front of the camera you can see your aura moving with you. 

This system comes with software driven reports, which range between 13 and 20 pages in length, detailing not only the colours within your aura, but also the varying activity of your chakra system.

This all seems very well; it is more portable than the aura 6000 still camera, though it still requires a background and lighting. 

conclusions
I have seen both cameras at work; indeed, I have gained a very good understanding in regards to the use and functionality of the progen still camera, and would still utilise this system over the aura video station. The main reason for this is that I believe the aura video station removes the person conducting the reading/interpretation from the process. The reports are so complex and detailed that it may preclude any form of analysis by the person behind the camera, as they merely click onto an icon and print the report. 
I have a very high degree of clairvoyant ability, I do not wish this statement to sound boastful, it is a fact. I am able to see the colours within the aura very clearly and use this ability when providing a reading. Rather than sitting down quietly for two minutes or so whilst the polaroid photographs develops, I am already recording onto a cassette tape perceptions I have ascertained from the colours I am seeing around you, full body.  The photograph the progen 6000 still camera produces, as with the aura video station is merely a facsimile of the aura. 

As stated, earlier the 3-page report provided with the progen 6000 still camera is very basic, unlike the complex and very detailed report provided by the aura video station. Personally, I feel these types of reports that are compiled using data from numerous sources should not be used as the only analysis being provided. For example if two different people were having their aura photograph taken, each displaying a large incidence of the colour green within their aura, the reports may construe their individual readings are very much the same. The reality however is that the people are displaying green in their auras for very much differing reasons. One may be over emotional having problems with close family, the other person a very well balanced person in the emotional sense, a very good listener. 
Please bear in mind that when you are having an aura photograph taken and a reading given based upon the colours displayed within your aura, do not settle for the report alone.
